* Tetanus should be boosted if an injury occurs more than six months after vaccination.

** Influenza and Rhinopneumonitis (Flu/Rhino) should be boosted every 3 to 6 months depending on risk.

*** West Nile may, in future, require boosters in the fall, depending on risk in our area.

****It is advised that the intranasal strangles vaccine not be administered at the same time as other intramuscular vaccines. Two weeks are required to separate any intramuscular injections with the strangles vaccine. If your horse has never been vaccinated for strangles, a booster is needed 3 weeks after the initial vaccine. It is also important to discuss with your veterinarian, prior to vaccination, if your horse has ever been exposed to strangles.
