
DEWORMING SCHEDULES
There are many ways in which you can structure your deworming protocol according to the guidelines given below.  The table describes one example of an appropriate deworming schedule for non-pregnant horses.

QUEST (moxidectin: 12 week dewormer) - Give in spring and in summer.

EQVALAN GOLD or EQUIMAX (ivermectin + praziquantel: 8 week dewormer) - 
Best for killing bots (give after first frost); kills tapeworms.

EQVALAN (ivermectin: 8 week dewormer) - will kill bots 

STRONGID (pyrantel pamoate: 6-8 week dewormer)

PANACUR (fenbendazole: 6-8 week dewormer)

PREGNANT MARES: Deworm ONLY with Eqvalan or Quest while pregnant, at usual interval (8 weeks for Eqvalan, 12 weeks for Quest).  Make sure to deworm 4 weeks prior to expected foaling, and on the DAY OF FOALING.

FOALS: Deworm with Strongid at 4 weeks of age, then deworm with Eqvalan at 2 and 4 months of age.  DO NOT use Quest in foals younger than 4 months of age.

It is recommended to pick a date in each season (e.g. the first day of spring, first day of summer, first day of fall and of winter) for deworming.  Less effective dewormers such as fenbendazole and pyrantel may need to be used more frequently i.e. at 6-8 week intervals, especially on farms where parasite load is high.  This is determined by a quantitative fecal analysis done 6 to 8 weeks after deworming in normal horses.  Cases of potential parasite resistance require modification of testing/worming schedules.
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
